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Call to Order and Pledge of Allegiance:  The meeting was called to order at 4:35 p.m.

Selectmen Present: Richard A. Daniel, Kevin E. Johnson and David I. Chipman

Staff Present:  Kristi Eiane, Town Administrator; Terri Sawyer, Deputy Town Administrator; and Marguerite Kelly, Treasurer

1. Bond Anticipation Note Financing:  Marguerite Kelly, Treasurer, reported requests for proposals for bond anticipating note financing were sent to seven banks on November 20.  Bids were due today and three banks responded – Androscoggin, Bangor Savings and The First.  All three responses allow draw downs on an as needed basis or lump sum without a change in interest rate. Prepayments are also allowed.  The interest rates were as follows:  Androscoggin 1.25%, Bangor Savings 2.13%, and The First 1.64%.  Ms. Kelly recommended the Board accept Androscoggin’s bid for borrowing up to 3.5 million dollars for the pier demolition project.  Selectman Johnson so moved, seconded by Selectman Chipman and the motion passed 3-0. 

Chairman Daniel moved, seconded by Selectman Chipman to approve warrant #49 in the amount of $14,002.77, warrant 49a in the amount of $11,367.20, and payroll warrant 49 in the amount of $16,451.77; motion passed 3-0.

Selectman Johnson asked if his colleagues would consider having the Town Office closed a half day on Friday, December 22 and the Recycling Center/Transfer Station a half day on Saturday for the holidays.  There was no objection.  Selectman Johnson so moved, seconded by Chairman Daniel and the motion passed 3-0.

2. Adjournment:  At 4:45p.m. the Chair adjourned the meeting without objection.
