Possible Guiding Principles for

Any Development Standards Proposals
1. Any thing that is proposed should build on and be integrated into the Town’s existing ordinances to the extent possible.
2. Any proposals need to strike a balance that is appropriate to Harpswell and Mitchell Field and the type and scale of development that is likely to occur there.  The standards need to assure that any development is well done, a positive addition to the community, and not a problem for the neighbors while at the same time not adding to the approval process or development costs.
3. Any proposals should be scaled to reflect different size projects – to make it relatively easy for small projects with few impacts while asking more of larger projects that may have more potential impacts.
4. Any proposals should establish objective standards where possible but at the same time provide some flexibility – not an easy goal but one we can try to achieve.

5. Any standards should focus on desired outcomes rather than specific uses or ways of doing things – performance based standards.
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
